Recently I was thinking
about my own life and how
hard it was to deal with
infertility. I have two
wonderful sons who were
both adopted, but
sometimes I wonder why
God allowed me to be
barren. So I was lead to go
to Isaiah 54 where it says
“ 0, barren one, burst into
song, shout for
joy...because more are the
children of the desolate
women.” I thought about
all the young women we
mentor at the centers and
all the babies we clothe.

Then the next part of the
verse says “enlarge the
place of your tent”. I felt
the Lord was saying to me
that even though I bore no
children, I will bear many
spiritual children,
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especially through the
pregnancy center.

Two times in the next
week, that same phrase,
“enlarge the place of your
tent” was said to me. I
already see that God is
enlarging the number of
women coming to the
centers. He is enlarging
our (yours and mine)
PSCUC ministry. The
number of clothing and
furniture donations has
been huge. (We can always
use more things, especially
diapers, wipes and
Enfamil.)

God is enlarging this
ministry and I sense an
urgency in the atmosphere
that this is only the
beginning. We are in this
together.
